USPS data on addresses not receiving mail in the last 90 days or "NoStat" can be a useful measure of
whether or not a target area has a serious vacancy problem. For urban neighborhoods, HUD has found
that neighborhoods with a very high number vacant addresses relative to the total addresses in an area
to be a very good indicator of a current for potentially serious blight problem.

The USPS "NoStat" indicator can mean different things. In rural areas, it is an indicator of vacancy.
However, it can also be an address that has been issued but not ever used, it can indicate units under
development, and it can be a very distressed property {most of the still flood damaged properties in
New Orleans are NoStat). When using this variable, users need to understand the target area identified.
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In addition, the housing unit counts HUD gets from the US Census indicated above are usually close to
the residential address counts from the USPS below. However, if the Census and USPS counts are
substantially different for your identified target area, users are advised to use the information below
with caution. For example if there are many NoStats in an area for units never built, the USPS residential
address count may be larger than the Census number; if the area is a rural area largely served by PO
boxes it may have fewer addresses than housing units.

Market Analysis:

REHABILITATON STANDARDS

The following is a list of minimum standards, which must be met for a unit to be considered as Decent,

Safe and Sanitary:
1. Housing Unit: Must have a Living Room, Kitchen and Bathroom. Must have a separate bedroom for

each (2) two individuals living in the unit. If an efficiency apartment, consider the living room
present.

Living Room: Must have (2) two electrical outlets in working condition. (Overhead fixed light fixture
may be considered as (1) one outlet) The living room must have a window.

Kitchen: Must have (1) one electrical outlet and one ceiling or wall light fixture in working condition.
The stove or microwave oven and refrigerator must be clean, all gaskets in sealable condition, all
burners must be operational, oven to have a working element and both be free of odors. Stove or
microwave oven and refrigerator may be furnished by the landlords. (Hot plates are not acceptable.)
There must be a sink with hot and cold running water. Sink and fixtures must be free from any leaks
and have proper trap installed.

Bathroom: Must have at least (1) one permanent light fixture present. There must be a toilet, a
fixed basin and tub or shower. Basin and tub or shower to have hot and cold running water. Fixtures
must be free from any leaks and have proper traps installed. A window or working vent system must
be present, electric vent fans must function when switch is turned on.

Bedroom(s): Must have (2) two electrical outlets in working condition. Overhead light fixture may
be considered as (1) one outlet. The bedroom must have a window.

Other Room(s): Dining room, second living room or den, playroom, TV room, must have sufficient
electrical sources. The rooms must be free from potentially hazardous features.

Window(s): All operational (not fixed in place, or designed to open) windows must be weather tight
and those accessible from the ground must be lockable. All glass in windows must be unbroken and
free from cracks. (Deteriorated or rotting windows must be repaired or replaced.)

Exterior Doors: Must be lockable.

Electrical Cover Plates: All electrical switches and plugs must be free from any broken or missing
covers. There must not be any frayed or exposed wiring. All wiring to be to code.

10. Plumbing: All water and sewer systems must be served by an approved public or private system. All

plumbing must be free from leaks or corrosion and be properly vented.

Smoke Detector: A smoke detector must be located on each level of the unit. Smoke detectors
must be designed with an alarm system for any hearing-impaired person.

interior Surfaces: Must be free from cracked or peeling pain. All surfaces including walls, floors, and
ceilings must be free of cracks, holes or openings.

Hot Water Heater: Must have an adequate and property installed operating hot water heater with a
pressure relief valve and a discharge line from the pressure relief valve pointing down toward the
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floor or through the floor where possible. Gas and oil fired hot water heaters must be vented into a
properly installed chimney or flue leading outside.

14. Heating Source: There must be an adequate, permanent and safely operating heating system. All
unvented space heaters are unacceptable.

15.Interior Air Quality: Must be free of pollutants in the air at levels that threaten the health of the
occupants.

16. Entrance Way: All units must have a private access way, without going through any other units or
living area. All units must have a sufficient exit way provided as an alternative escape route in the
event of a fire.

17. Steps: All steps (interior and exterior) of four or more must have a firmly attached and supported
handrail. Steps must not have broken, missing or loose boards.

18. Porch and Balconies: All porches or balconies higher than 30” off the ground must have a firmly
attached and supported raid with slats.

19. Infestation: The unit must be free from bugs, mice, rats and other varmints.

20. Exterior Surfaces: All exterior surfaces including walls, ceilings, floors and foundations must be free
from all chipping, peeling, cracking or noticeably loose or separating paint or materials. All cracks,
holes, leaks and other deterioration which would propose a hazard or allow wind or rain to enter
the unit must be sealed.

21. Mobile Homes: All flooring must be sound and free from holes, cracks, or other hazardous defects.
Missing tile, linoleum or carpeting should be repaired or recovered. All walls and framing must be
sound and free from water damage. All units to have tie downs that can be inspected. All skirting
must be in place and free from openings or other hazards. Mobile Homes must be level and
weather tight. Mobile Homes must comply with all other requirements.

22. Yard and Grounds: The yard must be free of debris, garbage, trash and other hazards. Where
applicable the tenant must keep the yard maintained.

23. Site and Neighborhood: Must be reasonably free from disturbing noises, reverberations, and other
dangers to the health, safety and general welfare of the occupants.

24._Food Preparation and Refuse Disposal: Must have suitable space and equipment to store, prepare
and serve foods. Must be adequate facilities and services for the sanitary disposal of food wastes
and refuse, including facilities for temporary storage where necessary (i.e. Garbage Cans).

25. Utilities: All utilities must be connected either by the landlord or in the tenant’s name. A unit
without utilities is considered substandard.
